LBC BUILDING REFURBISHMENT / EXTENSION

As discussed at the July Church Meeting, the Leadership Team have brought
forward three possible options as we move forward with building plans to support
the Vision of LBC. These three options are now displayed in the foyer and
EVERYONE who regularly attends LBC on Sundays is welcome to prayerfully
consider these and provide feedback. This is mainly being sought by email so
please make sure the office have your details and GDPR consent form. Paper
copies are also available. In summary the three options are:

Option 1 - full refurbishment, repairs and redecoration. This is largely essential.

Option-2 — Option 1 plus an extended, flexible café style area in Ridgway, and a
new prayer room and multi-purpose lounge to the rear of Millington.

Option-3 - Option-1 plus an extended, flexible café style area in Ridgway, and a
new large storage area and extended prayer room to the rear of Millington.
