Singular Not Plural

Gal 5:22 -  “But, the fruit of the Spirit IS.....”

Not an optional sequence

Col 3:14 - “Over all these virtues put on love,
which binds them all together in perfect unity.”

Not the same as gifts or talents

1 Cor 12:11 — “The Spirit distributes gifts to each one,
just as he determines.”

John 15:16 — “I chose you and appointed you
so that you might go and bear fruit”
